20 mm beads. Boards/membranes should be positioned within 10 – 15 minutes (depending on atmospheric conditions).
Once applied, the adhesive will rapidly foam to form a durable bond.

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STORAGE
LangStik SF PU Adhesive:

 – Store in cool, well ventilated conditions.
 – Keep container tightly closed.
 – Is moisture sensitive and if left in contact with air it will eventually ‘skin over’.
 – If water enters the container it will react, giving off carbon dioxide. This may cause pressurisation of closed containers.

SAFETY
Operators are recommended to wear protective overalls with elasticated cuffs and closed neck, safety goggles and gloves.
